     According to Wilfred Lyons, the Cambria Girls Basketball team 

was first organized in September, 1905 and played its first game Oc-

tober 7 of that year on their home court against San Luis Obispo 

High School.  It was a close game, but Cambria won in overtime.   

They became champions on May 12, 1906 having taken both 

games of a doubleheader in San Luis Obispo.  They beat Polytech-

nic 15ñ3 and, beat San Luis High School in overtime.   

 

     After their win, the team issued a challenge: 

 

òThe Cambria Basketball Team hereby challenges any girlõs 

team to meet them in a match game on any court at any 

time.  We will play any team, irrespective of age or size, 

with competent and independent officials who are not 

connected with either competing team.  Our team aver-

ages 15 years of age, 120 pounds in weight and  5 feet, 4 

inches in height.  Who will be the first to meet us?ó 

 

Quite an impressive group, wouldnõt you agree?
