     òIf you had dropped in at Dickieõs Hardware Store Monday af-
ternoon, you might also have heard some interesting reminiscences 

of the earlier days.  For George Dickie and òBootsó Blake were talk-

ing of  the difficulties they met when they were running freight wag-

ons between Cambria, San Simeon and Cayucos.ó  

 

     òAbout three times a week the Pacific Steamship boats would 

dock at San Simeon pier, and the wagon loads of produce from 

Cambria would be loaded for the Los Angeles and San Francisco 

markets, mostly the latter, as San Francisco was then the metropolis 

of the West.ó 

 

     òIt took four and six horses to haul each wagon of freight over 

the long daysõ haul to and from San Simeon, the same trip that now 

takes 10 minutes each way over smooth highways.  There were  

steep, crooked, narrow roads, with very few bridges.ó 

 

George Dickieõs team of four white horses, with George in the 

driverõs seat and his daughter riding shotgun in 1903.
