2011 ANNUAL REPORT

2011 has been a busy and productive year for the Cambria Historical Society. We continued to man-
age the historic Museum with the help of our wonderful team of docents, opening four days per week
and hosting over 100 visitors during peak summer days.

We have received numerous comments on the beauty of the museum gardens which were in full
bloom this year thanks to the garden volunteers who plant, water, prune, and rake on a continual sched-
ule. Thanks to a generous donation, we now have an irrigation system installed to ease up on the watering
needs.

Our facilities have been jumping with continual use by your Society and other local organizations. We
participated in the January Art & Wine Festival sponsored by the Chamber of Commerce, and provided
space for one of their “mixers” in June. Our Pinedorado float was great fun and the Scarecrow and Har-
vest Festivals were a major success in October. The town is still talking about it and we look forward to an
even greater event next year. Hospitality night was postponed due to a major power outage but, with the
help of some community members, we rescheduled our tree lighting for the next evening. A large crowd
came out to enjoy the cookies and cider and the children were lined up to have their pictures taken with
Santa until after closing.

During the year we have conducted numerous tours of the Museum for school classes and special
groups. We have also entertained our docent/volunteers with an appreciation dinner, presented three
book signing events featuring local authors, and sponsored a music concert.

A special members-only preview of the new bi-annual exhibits was featured in February and August
with wine and goodies for the members. A new “Pioneer Families” exhibit is being developed for viewing
also.

Other Society activities included our annual Recognitions dinner held in February, the production of
the quarterly newsletter — which is available on our website and by E-mail — and the expansion of the So-
ciety website. We also hosted two docent/volunteer field trips to nearby museums and developed a do-
cent training program. Our archiving team has been busy cataloging and recording the many artifacts,
documents, and photos which have been donated to us. We have a storage unit in Tin City full of items.
Thanks to volunteers, we have completed the wallpapering and installation of office cabinetry. And a new
computer has found its way into the Museum office.

On the financial side, we continued to promote membership in the Society as this provides the fund-

ing for our day-to-day expenses. In addition, our brick and picket memorial donations, visitor donations
and directed donations help support the maintenance and operations of the Museum and Society.
This year we were pleased to receive a substantial gift from the estate of George Butterfield which we dis-
tributed among our various projects. The funds allowed us to purchase some much needed tables and
Easy-Ups, finish the roofing and add rain gutters. The Board agreed to put one-half of the bequest toward
the Museum mortgage which allowed us to start our “100 Angels” campaign to pay off the remaining
$100,000. In 3 months, Angels have reduced the mortgage balance to $62,500.

As you can see, your Society has been very active. Your support in both money and time has helped
us to satisfy our mission which is to:

Promote an appreciation of the colorful history of Cambria and the surrounding area

Preserve, present, and interpret historic information and artifacts
Provide a welcoming center-of-town historic venue for community use
